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1. Current status of JRA-25 and JCDAS

JRA-25, JMA version long-term reanalysis, had been completed in March 2006 and then analysis is being continued as JCDAS with the same system. The data are now opened for researchers since establishing the new web site in June 2006 (http://jra.kishou.go.jp).

In December 2006, JMA and CEOP signed a contract for provision and availability of JRA-25 data.  According to this contraction, all JRA-25 products will be provided to the CEOP and will be accessible for researchers in CEOP.
2.  Some recent studies using JRA-25

    Recently, comparative studies using JRA-25, ERA-40 and NCEP reanalyses have been conducted since JRA-25 data were opened. 
    For example, 

· Energetics (Watarai Y., and H.-L., Tanaka, 2007)

· Expression of TC (Hatsushika H.,2006)

· Intense rainfall trends (Takahashi K., et al., 2006)

· Mass transport (Zhao Y., and J. Li, 2006)
· Lower clouds (Inoue, T. and H.Kawai)

Their results would be useful for more effective use of reanalysis data.
